Advanced Statistics; Counseling Theories; and Group Counseling. Fifteen credits are completed by students through required courses in their master's programs and transferred into the Psy.D. program. Although a three-credit course in Group Counseling is a prerequisite to the program, it is not 
accepted as a transfer course. 
Students must complete a Transfer Evaluation and Substitution Form (Appendix A) prior to enrollment in the Psy.D. Program. Syllabi for the 6 graduate-level courses being transferred must be provided to the Director of the Program, unless these courses were completed at Saint Elizabeth 
University. Together, the Director of the Master of Arts in Counseling Psychology Program and the Director of the Doctoral Program review the materials and evaluate the courses for content, level, and mastery (i.e., as evidenced by a grade of B or above). For example, if an applicant submits a
